ACTIVITIES & COMMENTS
DISTRICT 3 SUMMARY:  100% of Nine Counties reporting: 307 Members (+2 change); (63 Voice Net Sessions, 11 Digital Net Sessions (74 total Net Events & 380 Net man-hours); 29 Meetings-Drills-Training-Tests (464 man-hours); 6 Public Service Events (318 man-hrs) and 4 Emergency Operations (26 man-hrs); for 113 Total Events and 1188 Total man-hours.

CHAMPAIGN COUNTY:  (23 members, 0 change):  4 weekly voice net sessions (40 Net man-hours); 0 Public Service Event (0 man-hours); 0 Emergency Operations (0 man-hours) and 1 other ARES events (5 man-hours) for a total of 5 events and 45 man-hours.

MIAMI COUNTY:  (25 members, 0 change):  6 weekly voice nets, 2 weekly digital nets (31 Net man-hours); 1 Public Service (67 man-hours); 1 Emergency Operations (10 man-hours); and 0 other ARES events (0 man-hours) for a total of 10 events and 108 man-hours.
